Ride Reports

Jim Seibert's Big Solo Adventure:

Last year Dave Nicklas and | rode our "spare" bikes out to his son Tim's house in Denver.
The goal was to have a couple of bikes available for us to use on future adventures. In early
June, | flew to Denver, took a cab to Tim's house ($50 - yikes!) and within a few hours set off
on a solo trip to visit my brother in Bozeman, Montana. My plan was to use only back roads
and a few dirt roads in Colorado, Wyoming and Montana for the 821 mile trip to Bozeman.
What I didn't plan on was the nearly constant rain, sleet, snow and high winds for the two
days that it took me to reach Montana. The locals along the way talked about how bad the
weather was, while the TV stations called it "unsettled”. All I know is that early June can be
too early to ride a bike through the Rockies.

Berthoud Pass (over 11,000 feet) was the first pass out of Denver heading north toward
Steamboat Springs and | stopped at the snowy top to put on my rain suit. While hopping
around on one foot, | pulled on my Totes rubber boots, managing to tear both of them. Then
| plugged in my heated liner and blew the fuse that also powered my GPS. | figured | would
just ride through the oncoming rain until | reached a store to replace the boots and fuse. As |
climbed on the bike and lowered the face-shield the hinge on my helmet broke and the shield
was jammed in the half open (or half closed) position. At this point | honestly considered
returning to Denver and flying home, but | figured that this is all part of an adventure so |
continued on. | replaced the fuse in the pouring rain in the parking lot of an auto parts store.
This allowed me to stay warm in my electric liner and use my GPS. Although | wasn't able to
find any rain boots until | reached Montana, | was able to fix the face-shield enough so that it
was in a mostly closed position for the rest of the trip. After a nice three day visit with my
brother and his family in Bozeman, | headed back toward Denver riding through towns like
Shoshone, Medicine Bow and Thermopolis, Wyoming, which has the largest natural hot
springs in the world. | even saw a little sun on the way back and thought my problems were
behind me. That's when | stopped at a motel in Casper and the man who checked-in before
me backed his pickup truck into my bike, pushing the right side fairing into the forks and
preventing it from turning to the right. He and I, and with the help of a shovel | found in the
back of a Wyoming Power Co. truck parked nearby, were able to bend the bracket (breaking
the shovel in the process) enough so the bike could be ridden. The next day, all | had to do
was ride a few hundred miles to Denver and drop off the bike at a Kawasaki shop for repairs
(over $900). Despite an antelope running out in front of me while doing 80 mph (I've got it on
my helmet cam), the final day's ride was uneventful.

The bike has been repaired and is waiting for the next adventure which happens to be right
after Labor Day. Dave Nicklas and | plan to fly out and spend a few days riding with his son
Tim and his friend. We won't be at September's meeting but when we return, Dave will write
all about it in the next newsletter.
